The first edition of the electronic newsletter contained short pieces by

Sreenath Srinivasan (1987) on Fr.Manipadam, Deepak M (1996) on Onam

celebration at Loyola, alumni news, happenings at school, and other info.

"Getting Sreenath to write was thrilling", recalls Ashok. "As you know, he

teaches Internet journalism at Columbia University, and is a star on the new

media circuit.

The e-newsletter can be received by anybody with an e-mail address. But many Loyolites did not receive the first edition, we remind him. "Yes, that was

unfortunate," agrees Ashok. "You see, we did not have the email IDs of all

Loyolites. So, we sent the e-newsletter to friends belonging to different

batches, some active OBA members, co-ordinators of alumni e-groups, and

those who had subscribed to the e-newsletter at our website. We requested

them to forward it to Loyolites they were in touch with. Thus, some guys got

the e-newsletter indirectly, but not all," he explains.

Ask them when the second edition is coming, and they put the ball in OBA's court. "Our effort was just a 'technology demonstrator' of sorts. The

technology was there, we only tried to demonstrate its potential to keep

Loyolites informed, in an inexpensive, quick and entertaining manner," says

Ashok. "Obviously, OBA is better suited to play the co-ordinating role. OBA

can send its printed newsletters via e-mail to those who have email IDs. OBA

can also follow up with brief e-newsletters at other times of the year. In

such a scenario, Nobles need not duplicate the effort, right?" he asks.

Readers might recall that OBA had honoured the Nobles with "Best Batch

Awards" in 2000 and 2001, for their alumni website, updated online

Directory, get-together and other efforts. Clearly, these guys do not

believe in resting on their laurels. Wonder what's next...
